Be a Good Steward of Our Water
Echols County is currently under a Level 1 Drought Response.
This is not a restriction-heavy stage—it’s about awareness, conservation, and smart water use to protect our shared water resources.

What You CAN Do to Help (Everyday Actions)
✔ Check for leaks inside and outside your home—and fix them quickly
✔ Turn off the tap when brushing teeth, shaving, or washing dishes
✔ Run dishwashers and washing machines only with full loads
✔ Adjust sprinklers so they water grass—not sidewalks, streets, or buildings
✔ Water only when needed—your lawn doesn’t need water every day

Outdoor Watering Guidelines
General landscape watering is allowed:
4:00 PM – 10:00 AM daily

Allowed at ANY Time
These activities remain unrestricted during Level 1:
✔ Watering personal food gardens
✔ Watering new plants, sod, or landscaping (first 30 days)
✔ Drip irrigation or soaker hoses
✔ Hand watering with a hose (with automatic shutoff) or watering can

Our Goal
This stage is about working together early small actions now help prevent stricter measures later.
Every drop saved today helps:
• Maintain water pressure and supply
• Protect infrastructure
• Ensure availability for emergencies
